“Building Bridges” (John 4:4-19) 

Introduction/Review 

-another of John’s one-on-one conversations 
 
I: UNDERSTANDING JESUS’ CULTURE 
-v4: Jesus deliberately goes through Samaria 
-v7: Jesus asks for a drink—strategic request 
-it arouses Samaritan woman’s curiosity 
-Jesus crosses some clearly defined barriers 
-the animosity between Jew and Samaritan 
-v17: “I have no husband” 
-promiscuous woman or honest seeker? 
-v21: where to worship or how to worship? 
-v27: the disciples’ reaction 
-what does this reveal about Jesus? 
 
II: JESUS’ OFFER TO SAMARITAN WOMAN 
-several important contrasts are made here 
i) two different Greek words for “well” 
-v6: Jacob’s “well”—fountain, source 
-vv11,12: “well”: cistern, reservoir, tank 
ii) qualities of this “water” 
-v10: “living” water (see also John 7:37-39) 
-v13: “this” water—well water 
-v14: an eternal “springing” fountain 
iii) contrast between OT and NT 
-Jacob’s well or Jesus Himself? 
 
III: COME AND SEE: v29 
-chain reactions happen in evangelism 
-we see this earlier in John chapter 1 
-Andrew finds Peter: Philip finds Nathaniel 
-v42: the Samaritans’ declaration: 
-“the Saviour of the world”
